SUMMARY

The purpose of this document is to provide guigsithat will serve as the foundation for
preventing transmission of infectious agents actles€ontinuum of health services. The
recognition that there has been a shift of serdalesery from hospitals to other settings such as:
long term care, personal care homes, ambulatamcsland the home care has resulted in a need
to apply common principles of infection preventemmd control that can be modified to reflect

the setting-specific needs. This document updatgprevious infection prevention and control
guidelines entitled Standard Precautions and Aatttii Practices (CDC, 1996). The change to
Routine Practices and Additional Precautions isei@ping with the recommendations from
Health Canada (1999).

Transmission risks

The risk of infection transmission can be increadepending on a number of factors including
the population characteristics, the setting in Widare is provided and the route of transmission
of the organism. In making decisions about thel@mgntation of infection prevention and
control precautions it is necessary to take thaswfs into consideration. Assessments of the
following factors are recommended in making decisio
population characteristics

increased susceptibility to infections; very yowamgl the elderly

underlying medical conditions

having prolonged hospitalization

specific types of healthcare settings
Acute care hospitals — Certain hospital settingbatient populations put patients at
increased risk. These may include:
Intensive Care Units
Burn Units
Pediatric units such as Pediatric Intensive Caréslémd Neonatal Intensive Care
Units

Long term care (LTC) facilities — Elderly resideatsncreased risk for infection live in a
home type setting. There is a challenge to balémeafection prevention needs and the
psychosocial needs of the residents.

Ambulatory care — Ambulatory care is provided irspital based outpatient clinics,
nonhospital-based clinics, physician offices, pubkalth clinics, dialysis centers,
ambulatory surgical centers and many others. Ttleses may provide care to a
population with high risks for infection such ag filmmunocompromised and the elderly.

Home care — Transmission risks for care in the hisncensidered to be minimal, since
homecare is provided by a limited number of perebimone setting.

Other sites of health service delivery include ectional facilities and shelters. These
settings may be considered high risk for diseasels as tuberculosis and bloodborne
pathogens.

M ODES OF TRANSMISSION

Transmission of infectious agents requires thremehts: a source (or reservoir) of infectious
agents, a susceptible host with a portal of erdcgptive to the agent and a mode of
transmission. Historically, in hospital epidemigyathe routes of transmission have been
classified as airborne, contact, and droplet.

Airborne transmission: Airborne transmission occurs by dissemination tfeziairborne
droplet nuclei or small particles in the respiraditee range containing infectious agents that
remain infective over time and distance. Theseaaoiganisms are widely dispersed by air
currents and can be inhaled by susceptible hostsmdy be some distance away from the
infected source. Control of airborne transmisssotihe most difficult as it requires control of ai
flow through special ventilation systems.

Contact transmission The most common mode of transmission is contatitan subdivided
into two categories: direct and indirect contact.

Direct contact transmissiobirect transmission occurs when microorganismdraresferred
from one infected person to another person. Exesnpklude:
Blood or other blood-containing body fluids fronp@rson directly enters another person’s
body through contact with a mucous membrane oincilte skin
Mites from a scabies-infected person are transddéoéhe skin of another person while
he/she has direct skin to skin contact

Indirect contact transmissiomndirect transmission involves the transfer ofrgectious agent
through a contaminated intermediate object or per&gxamples include:
Contaminated hands of care providers may transatiitqgens after touching an infected
wound on one person and providing care to anotéesop without performing hand hygiene
Equipment, such as glucose monitoring devices, tnagmit pathogens if used while
contaminated with blood from another person
Instruments that are inadequately cleaned aftemasetransmit pathogens

Droplet transmission: Refers to large droplets, greater than or equalnm in diameter,
generated from the respiratory tract of the so(irdected individual) during coughing or
snheezing, or during procedures such as suctionibbgomchoscopy. These droplets are propelled
a distance of less than one-two meters throughithend are deposited on the nasal or oral
mucosa of the new host (susceptible individuaipdhe immediate environment. Since these
large droplets do not remain suspended in thepaicial ventilation is not required.

FUNDAMENTAL ELEMENTS OF INFECTION PREVENTION AND CONTROL STRATEGIES

1. Administrative support

Administrators must demonstrate a commitment tgptieeention and control of healthcare
associated infections by including infection cohtibjectives in organization strategies: Key
measures are to:

Personal safety

Sterilization and disinfection

Critical assessment skills

Care recipients/Family/Visitors

Care recipients and their families must receivermiation on protocols required to prevent and
control infections.

Hand hygiene awareness should be included in attatn programs, posters & pamphlets
Family and visitors should be instructed regardinagd hygiene and the appropriate use of
Personal Protective Equipment as indicated by déine given

Written information must be available to complemestbal instructions

Encourage care recipients and their families tamdriiCWs to wash their hands.
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3. Routine Practices
I. Hand Hygiene
Hand hygiene is the single most important Yeagrevent the transmission of
infection.
Educate personnel regarding the types of healttamnaties that can result in hand
contamination and the advantages and disadvantdgasious methods used to clean their
hands
Monitor HCWs' adherence with recommended hand-mggpractices and provide personnel
with information regarding their performance
Alcohol-based hand rubs should be 60-9@8ncentration ethyl or isopropyl alcohol
An interactive computer assisted hand hygiene daurcprogram is available at the
following site:

The physical action of washing and rinsing handsleansuch circumstances is
recommended because alcohols, chlorhexidine, iamlgphnd other antiseptic agents

ii. Personal Protective Equipment

Personal protective equipment (PPE) is any tympetialized clothing, barrier product, or
breathing (respiratory) device used to protect wosKrom serious injuries or illnesses while
doing their jobs. Personal protective equipmers asta barrier between infectious materials and
the skin, mouth, nose, or eyes (mucous membraimelsg¢alth care PPE includes gloves, gowns,
and face protection: masks, goggles and face shighe CDC has a PowerPoint presentation on

Gloves— Wear gloves when contact is anticipated witloblor other potentially infectious
materials, mucous membranes, nonintact skin ompiatly contaminated intact skin.

Wear gloves with fit and durability appropriatethe task
Use gloves as an additional measure, not as aitst@g$or hand hygiene
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Change gloves during direct care if the hands nfimra a contaminated body-site to a clean
body-site

Remove gloves after providing care or after contatit contaminated medical equipment or
potentially contaminated environmental surfaces

Do not wear the same pair of gloves for the canrmarfe than one person

Do not wash gloves for the purpose of reuse

Wash hands immediately after removing gloves

Gowns— Wear a gown, appropriate to the task, to pratkict and prevent soiling or
contamination of clothing during procedures anecticare activities when contact with blood,
body fluids, secretions, or excretions is anticplat

The routine use of a gown is not recommended
Wear a gown for direct contact activities if thegm has uncontained secretions or excretions
Do not reuse gowns, even for repeated contactstidtlsame person

Mouth, nose, eye protectiehPPE should be worn where appropriate to probecinucous
membranes of the eyes, nose and mouth during puoeednd patient care activities likely to
generate splashes or sprays of blood, body flselsetions or excretions.

Select masks, goggles, face shields, and combisatibeach according to the need
anticipated by the task performed

During aerosol-generating procedures (eg., broradms endotracheal intubation) wear one
of the following: a face shield that fully covehsgetfront and sides of the face, a mask with
attached shield, or a mask and goggles

iii. Respiratory Hygiene/Cough Etiquette

In order to facilitate prompt recognition of persomith febrile respiratory illness the following
respiratory hygiene/cough etiquette elements shioeldnplemented at the first point of contact
with a potentially infected person:

Educate healthcare personnel on the importancesabures to contain respiratory secretions
especially during seasonal outbreaks of viral respiy tract infections

Implement control measures. These control measuees

Post signs at entrances to facilities and in gratglaces with instructions to all persons
with symptoms of a respiratory infection to covegit mouths/noses when coughing or
sheezing, use and dispose of tissues, and perfanch lygiene after hands have been in
contact with respiratory secretions (Appendix B)

Provide tissues and no-touch receptacles for ddmdsissues

Provide resources and instruction for performingchlaygiene in or near waiting areas in
ambulatory and other healthcare settings

Supply conveniently-located dispensers of alcotasldal hand rubs and, where sinks are
available, supplies for hand hygiene such as sodp&sposable towels
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Offer masks to coughing persons and other sympiorpatsons upon entry into the
facility or medical office and encourage them tamtesin special separation, ideally one-
two meters from others in common waiting areas

iv. Accommodation

Single rooms have been shown to lower hospitaliaedunfections, reduce room transfers and
associated medical errors, greatly lessen noigaowe patient confidentiality and privacy,
facilitate social support by families, improve $tadmmunication to patients, and increase
patients’ overall satisfaction with health carehé&M there are only a limited number of single-
rooms, it is prudent to prioritize them for thoskarhave conditions that facilitate transmission
of infectious material to other persons (e.g.,rdra wounds, stool incontinence, uncontained
secretions) and for those who are at increasedfiakquisition and adverse outcomes resulting
from health care associated infections (e.g., impsuppression, open wounds, indwelling
catheters, anticipated prolonged length of staw) ttependence on HCWs for activities of daily
living).

v. Health Care Equipment

Establish policies and procedures for assigningaesibility and accountability for the routine
cleaning of all health care equipment.

Follow manufacturers’ instructions for cleaning andintaining noncritical medical
equipment

Dedicate health care equipment to single patiemirufigh risk areas (ICU) and for high
risk persons (immunocompromised)

Clean and disinfect reusable health care equipthahhas been used for direct care of a
person before use in the care of another person

Establish a routine cleaning schedule for reusidates that are used for contact with
intact skin if cleaning between person use is aasible

Dedicate the use of a commode and bedpan usesfogle person and label
appropriately

Sharing of personal care supplies (lotions, creamd,soaps) is not recommended
Reprocess reusable critical and semi critical cesvas directed by the manufacturers’
instruction and the policy of the facility

Environmental Control

Establish policies and procedures for routine dleganof the health care environment,
targeted cleaning of environmental surfaces (wirgloxents) and monitoring of the process.

Clean and disinfect surfaces that are likely tetretaminated with pathogens, including
those that are in close proximity to the persomirgcg care (e.g., bed rails, over bed
tables) and frequently-touched surfaces in therenment (e.g., door knobs, surfaces in
and surrounding toilets) as indicated by the l@felare and the degree of soiling

Use a disinfectant that has been approved by thierral infection control
committee/quality improvement team

Establish policies and procedures for the cleaamddisinfection of toys

Laundry

All soiled laundry must be handled, transported prtessed in a manner that prevents
exposures, contamination of clothing and avoidsstier of microorganisms to others.

Handle soiled laundry as little as possible

Bag or otherwise contain contaminated laundry afpibint of use

Use leak-resistant containment for laundry thates or contaminated with blood or body
substances

Do not overfill laundry bags

Promptly remove contaminated laundry from the pofrtare as soon as possible

Dishes

No special precautions are needed for dishes orgeattensils used in health care settings.

Occupational Health

All HCWs must be interviewed by occupational healiff on hiring.

Vaccinations — HCWs must have vaccination stataesszd on hiring

Recommendations are included in the guidelineHemreplacement health screening of
healthcare workers for communicable diseases (Re@liPolicy , 2007)

Safe injection practices

Use aseptic technique to avoid contamination aflstemjection equipment

Use caution when handling sharp instruments arubdiag of used needles

Do not remove used needles from disposable syringésnd

Do not bend, break, or otherwise manipulate usedlss by hand

Do not recap needles

Place used needles, scalpel blades and other isgi@gpin puncture-resistant containers
located as close as practical to the point of use

Sharps containers must be sealed when 2/3 full
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4. Additional Precautions

In addition to Routine Practices, Additional Preaans are used for persons with documented or
suspected infections or colonization with highgrnismissible or epidemiologically important
pathogens.

These Additional Precautions include:

1) Airborne Precautions
2) Contact Precautions
3) Droplet Precautions

Outside of acute care hospitals and long term feanibties, health care is provided in a variety

of chronic care facilities, ranging from convalasiceomes and rehabilitation centers to centers
for residents with psychiatric or physical disdi@. Establishing a balance between prevention
of infection and quality of life for residents inch centers must be considered when
implementing Additional Precautions.

Transmission may occur in ambulatory care settirygever, the risk is less because of shorter
contact times, lower numbers of contacts and gdger&ealthier population. In home care
settings there is little evidence to suggest thatipion of health care in the home setting results
in disease transmission. Most infections in theeténgs are related to procedures and devices
such as urinary or intravascular catheters wheregishs of transmission relate to the aseptic
practices of the caregiver, cleaning and disinégctf equipment and supplies between persons,
and environmental cleanliness. Some consideratiost be given to the nature of the illness of
an individual cared for in the home (eg. respinaithness vs wound care).
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5. Airborne Precautions

Airborne precautions are intended to prevent trassion of infectious agents that are spread by
either airborne droplet nuclei or small-particlsideie of evaporated droplets that remain
infective over time and distance. Microorganisrasgied in this manner may be dispersed over
long distances by air currents and may be inhajesuisceptible individuals who have not had
face-to-face contact with the infectious individual

Examples of diseases which are transmitted viaith@rne route include:

Measles (rubeola)
Varicella (including disseminated herpes zoster)
Tuberculosis

Components of Airborne Precautions include
I. Hand hygiene

Hand hygiene must be performed before and afteiacowith the patients or with the
patients’ immediate environment

ii. Personal protective equipment (PPE)
A fit-tested and fit-checked National Institute foccupation Safety and Health (NIOSH)
approved N95 respirator must be worn when entehiagoom or home of a patient with a
known or suspected infection that requires AirbdPnecautions
Provide instruction on fit checking (Appendix B)
The respirator must not be removed until outsiéepdtient’'s room door
Healthcare personnel ,with written documentatiomohunity to measles and chickenpox,
are not required to wear respiratory protectionmaing for patients with these diseases

iii.  Accommodation

Patients must be placed in a negative air pressora
The room must have air changes per hour to mest¢rtistandards, be vented to the
outside and maintain a negative room pressurern@#ipect to the corridor

If it is not possible to vent air directly to thatside, the air may be returned to the air-

handling system or adjacent spaces if all airrieaied through HEPA filters

Visual checks of negative air pressure must be tamd daily when in use and documented

Keep the door closed when not required for entdexxit

Post a sign “Airborne Precautions” outside the dépendix B)

If a negative pressure room is not available, ddpegnon the nature of the iliness, consider
transferring the patient to a facility that hasaamilable negative pressure room.

In the event of an outbreak or exposure involvargé numbers of patients who require airborne
precautions, consult infection prevention and aarftr appropriate patient placement.
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In ambulatory care settings:

Use respiratory/cough etiquette signage to enceusatli-identification of patients with

known or suspected infections that require AirbdPnecautions upon entry into ambulatory
settings

Triage patients with known or suspected infectithrad require Airborne Precautions upon
entry into ambulatory settings

Instruct patients with a known or suspected airbonfiection to wear a surgical mask and
observe respiratory hygiene/cough etiquette

Place the patients in a negative air pressure @®BDON as possible

If a negative air pressure room is not availablecg a surgical mask on the patient and place
him/her in an examination room

The patient may remove the mask when placed irgative air pressure room

Keep the room empty for at least one hour afteirtfextious patient has been transferred, to
allow for a full exchange of air in the room

Personnel Restrictions

Susceptible healthcare personnel should be restrfoom entering the rooms of patients known
or suspected to have measles (rubeola), varicg#iakenpox), disseminated zoster, or smallpox
if other immune healthcare personnel are available.

Patient Transport
Limit transport and movement of patients outsidéhefroom for essential purposes only.
If transport or movement outside the room is negssnstruct the patient to wear a surgical
mask and observe respiratory hygiene/cough etiguett

For patients with skin lesions associated withaadla or smallpox or draining skin lesions

Visitors must be instructed to wear a N95 mask hiagtbeen fit-checked,; fit-testing is not
required
Keep the number of visitors to a minimum
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6. Contact Precautions

Contact Precautions are intended to prevent traassom of infectious agents, including
epidemiologically important microorganisms, whicle apread by direct or indirect contact with
the environment. Contact precautions also applyratiee presence of excessive wound
drainage, fecal incontinence, or other dischargms the body suggest an increased potential for
extensive environmental contamination and riskafigmission.

Direct contact transmission occurs when microorgiasiare transferred from an infected
person to another person without an intermediajiecbbr person.

Indirect contact transmission involves the transfeain infectious agent through a
contaminated intermediate object or person. Theagshed hands of healthcare workers may
contribute to indirect contact transmission of manganisms. Contaminated equipment and
surfaces in the patient’s environment also contetba indirect contact transmission.

Components of Contact Precautions include

i. Hand hygiene
Hand hygiene must be performed before and afteiacbwith the patients or with the
patients’ immediate environment

ii. Personal protective equipment (PPE)
Wear a gown and gloves for contact with the patent potentially contaminated areas in
the patient’s environment
Don PPE before providing direct patient care
Perform hand hygiene after removal of PPE
In a multi-bed room, PPE must be removed and hggokhe performed before
providing care to another patient

iii. Accommodation

In acute care settings:

A single room is preferred; the door may remaiarop

Consult infection control personnel, if a singleéipat room is not available, and review the

various risks associated with other placemenbogti

Apply the following principles for making decisions patient placement:
Place together in the same room (cohort) patiehts ave infected with the same
pathogen and are suitable roommates
Avoid placing patients on Contact Precautions emgame room with patients who have
conditions that may increase the risk of advergeayae from infection or that may
facilitate transmission.
In multi-bed rooms, one meter separation between beds is adviseducadhe
opportunities for inadvertent sharing of items betw patient
Draw the privacy curtains to minimize opportunities close contact.
Change PPE and perform hand hygiene between caomtagbatients in the same room
Post a sign “Contact Precautions” outside the doe# (Appendix B)

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7. Droplet Precautions

Droplet Precautions are intended to prevent trassion of infectious agents that are spread by
the droplet route. Respiratory droplets are lgrgsicle droplets that are generated when an
infected person coughs, sneezes, or talks or dprimgedures such as suctioning or
bronchoscopy. The area of defined risk has bedistance of one-two meters around the
infected person and is based on epidemiologic andlated studies of selected infections.

Examples of infectious agents that are transmitiadhe droplet route include:

Influenza virus
Neisseria meningitidis
Bordetella pertussiéwhooping cough)

Components of Droplet Precautions include
I. Hand hygiene

Hand hygiene must be performed before and afteiacbwith the patient or with the
patient’s immediate environment.

ii. Personal protective equipment (PPE)
Wear a surgical/procedure mask when within one+tveters of the infected person
Eye protection is indicated if the HCW is withiRImeters of a coughing patients or when
performing procedures that may result in coughing

A single room is preferred; the door may remaiarop

When a single-patient room is not available, apipéyfollowing principles for making

decisions on patient placement:
Prioritize patients who have excessive cough antusp production for single-patient
room placement.

Avoid placing patients on Droplet Precautions i@ $§ame room with patients who have

Draw the privacy curtains to minimize opportunities close contact
Change PPE and perform hand hygiene between centébt patients in the same room,
regardless of whether one patient or both pati@msn Droplet Precautions

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Droplet Precautions

In long term care settings:
Make decisions regarding resident placement orse-bg-case basis after considering
infection risks to other residents in the room awmdilable alternatives
In ambulatory care settings
Use triage and respiratory/cough etiquette sigtagdgentify patients with known or
suspected infections that require Droplet Precaatigoon entry into ambulatory settings
Place the patient in an examination room or culaslsoon as possible
If an examination room or cubicle is not immediptaVailable:

Care recipient —In the health care environment different nameshsaen given to the recipient
of care depending on the environment for examplegcute care the term patient is used, in long
term care — resident is used and in community itearéerm client is used. For the purpose of
this document the term person or patient will bedu® indicate the patient, resident or client+
receiving health care regardless of the locatiothefcare.

Health care workers (HCWSs) —All paid and unpaid persons who work in a healtbeaatting
(e.g. any person who has professional or techivigaling in a healthcare-related field and
provides patient care in a healthcare setting grmp@nson who provides services that support he
delivery of healthcare such as dietary, housekegggingineering, maintenance personnel).

Healthcare associated infections (HAIs) An infection that develops in a patient who is dare
for in any setting where healthcare is delivered.(acute care facilities, long term care faciitie
ambulatory clinics, dialysis centers, home) anetlated to receiving health care (e.g. was not
incubating or present at the time healthcare wasiged). In ambulatory and home settings,
HAI would apply to any infection that is associateith a medical or surgical intervention.
Since the geographic location of infection acqigsiis often uncertain, the preferred term is
considered to be healthcare-associated rathehiathcare-acquired.

HEPA filter — High-efficiency particulate air filter — An air fér that removes greater than
99.97% of particles greater than 0.3u (the mosefating particle size) at a specified flow rate
of air. HEPA filters may be integrated into theatral air handling systems, installed at the point
of use above the ceiling of a room, or used astabple unit.

Infection — The transmission of microorganisms into a host &@ading or overcoming defense
mechanisms, resulting in the organism'’s proliferatnd invasion within host tissue(s). Host
responses to infection may include clinical sympammay be subclinical, with manifestations
of disease mediated by direct organisms pathogeaesl or a function of cell-mediated or
antibody responses that result in the destructidrost tissues.

Long-term care facilities (LTCFs) —An array of residential and outpatient faciliteessigned to
meet the needs of persons who can no longer dafelsit home (e.g. because of their need for
medication supervision, 24-hour surveillance, asdimeal service, professional nursing care
and/or supervision). These include nursing homesip homes, residential care facilities,
assisted living facilities, rehabilitation centessd long term care psychiatric hospitals.

Nosocomial infection -A term that is derived from two Greek words "nogdisease) and
"komeion™ (to take care of ) and refers to angdtibn that develops during or as a result of an
admission to an acute care hospital and was naobatmg at the time of admission.
